This article, with Maa’s blessing, | have been
able to write, and has been published
because Maa is fulfilling Shri Yogeshwarji's
dream to continually come true.

Sarveshwari Maa. An inspiration. A role
model. Purity in the form of a human being. A
miracle. The most energetic and enthusiastic
person anyone could ever meet. A God.
Simply perfection. She is everything Shri
Yogeshwarji imagined her to be. A woman
who is completely free from attachment as
anyone can see through her constant
willingness to give. Someone with complete

focus, someone who is always thinking of
God, and someone who is constantly thanking
God. Her simple nature, her beautiful smile,
and her everlasting, heart-warming love
attract people of all ages, religions, and ethnic
backgrounds. For the past 10 years, she has
taken a vow of silence; and for the past 23
years, she has been fasting on a small piece
of fruit and a sip of water every 2 days. She
began this rigorous fast on March 18, 1984,
the day Shri Yogeshwarji, Maa’s guru, passed
away. If this fast was examined through a
medical perspective, it would clearly be
impossible. Through faith and Sarveshwari
Maa as living proof, one can see anything is
possible. When Maa started this fast, many of
her close devotees urged Maa to re—evaluabte
her decision. Maa simply stated, “Prabhu
would always serve me before he served
himself. He’'s not here to serve me so |
shouldn't eat.” Furthermore, she stated,
“Prabhu tells me everything, if he wants me to
eat, he will tell me.” Her sweet, simple, and
innocent response can only make an
individual smile and realize the extent of her
sacrifice, dedication, and faith.

Many times we are so busy searching and
dreaming of what Moksh will be like, but we
fail to see that we are living as if we have
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already attained Moksh when we are in the
presence of Maa Sarveshwari. Swargarohan,
located on Daata Road in Ambaji, is the
epitome of peace, happiness, and service.
Maa’'s home, Swargarohan, literally feels like
Heaven on Earth. Wherever Maa’s holy feet
have stepped, that place has come to life—
Swargarohan being no different. Swargarohan
not only attracts human beings from all over
the world, but many beautiful creatures. The
chirping of beautiful birds in the moming to the
continuous chanting of prayers and Dhoons
throughout the day make a visitor want to stay
his or her whole lifetime. The incredible peace
and harmony found at Swargarohan can not
be duplicated. No one leaves Swargarohan
without a mini Swargarohan in their heart.
Inside that mini Swargarohan is Maa, Maa’s
teachings, Maa’s undying love, and Maa’s life
of sacrifice and service. ONLY Maa could
have built such a breath—taking place like
Swargarohan. If Maa is Swargarohan itself,
her heart would be the Yogteerth, and her
mind would be the Kutiya.

To understand and appreciate the beauty
of the Yogteerth, one must first understand the
meaning of Yogteerth. Yog meaning mediation
or when one’s atma (soul) is joined with
parmatma, and teerth meaning holy place.

Therefore, Yogteerth means a holy place of
mediation or where the soul becomes
attached with eternal happiness and life. As
soon as an individual walks into the doors of
Yogteerth, he or she feels as if their soul has
left their body and is traveling freely and
happily in the air. A peace of mind is attained.
Furthermore, the thought of Maa and Prabhu
engulf their mind. The constant sound of “Om
Yogeshwaray Namah” as you walk through the
one—of—a—kind museum makes an individual
feel as if Shri Yogeshwariji is in their presence.
The Yogteerth is truly Maa's heart in a
microscopic view. Many different memorabilia
from various years of Shri Yogeshwarji's life
can be found inside the Yogteerth. Among the
variety of memorabilia are pictures, letters,
chairs, suitcases, a telephone, blankets,
fingenails, newspaper clippings, Prabhu’s last
speech, and quotes written by Prabhu. Each
and every item is placed in the perfect spot
with a written explanation beside it, which Maa
has written herself. Each letter from Prabhu to
Maa encourages Maa to stay focused, keep
praying, doing jaap, and dhyan (mediation).
Furthermore, each point that Prabhu wants to
get across, in his letters to Maa, is humbered.
Likewise, we can see a parallel in Maa’s diary,
which has entries with numbered thoughts or
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points, Upon viewing the Yogteerth, two
thoughts raced through my mind. One, if Maa
was able to preserve the smallest items of
Shri  Yogeshwarji's life, we should take
immense care for every item Maa gives us;
so, one day we can show generations to
come what kind of message our Maa has
taught us. Two, every time Maa is inside the
Yogteerth changing and rearranging Prabhu’s
memorabilia, she literally loses track of time.
Maa becomes so engrossed in Prabhu's
teachings and life that she must even be
reminded to eat. This made me realize that
when we think of Maa, pray, do pranaam,
jaap, or dhyan, we should lose track of time,
and have one focus—God. Maa has been able
to show us her life through Shri Yogeshwariji
time and time again. Therefore, in viewing the
contents of Yogteerth, one can see why it is
truly the heart and treasure of Swargarohan.

A small hexagon shaped hut called the
Kutiya can be found towards the back of
Swargarohan. The Kutiya serves many
different purposes. It is a place where an
individual can pray silently to Maa Prabhu, do
pranaam, jaap, or sit in dhyan. It is not only
utilized by wusing its inner space. Many
individuals chose to do Pradakshina (walk
around the Kutiya) while silently chanting a
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Mantra. Because of its small nature, an
individual feels a close, intimate relationship
with  God while engaging in prayer or
Pranaam. The silence or utmost peace found
in the Kutiya reminds me of the calmness and
simplicity in Maa and her mind. Personally,
when | have prayed in the Kutiya, | feel as if
Maa, Prabhu, and | are the only three
individuals in the building. Maa, time and time
again, has said whatever a devotee prays for
in the Kutiya, Prabhu will listen to his or her
prayer, and that individual will receive an
answetr.

Maa also mentioned that on one occasion
while she was walking near the Kutiya, she
saw Prabhu as a child running with
Jyotirmayimaa slowly walking behind him.
Although this has only been my second time
coming to Swargarohan, since my first visit, |
felt a special connection with the Kutiya. And
so, after hearing this story from Maa, | began
to really examine the Kutiya. A hexagon
shaped hut-but why six sides? My personal
parallel would be that the word Prabhu has six
letters, each letter for one side, meaning that
Shri Yogeshwarji is everywhere, wherever you
face, he will hear your prayer, and he will
answer your prayer. He is universal and
omnipresent, and his spirit lives in Swarga-
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rohan through Sarveshwari Maa.

If you have never been to Swargarohan,
you are truly missing out on an experience of
a lifetime. Being in the physical presence of
Maa at Swargarohan can’t be heard through a
tape or seen with open eyes through a video.
The true gift of Swargarohan can only be
experienced in Ambaji—-the gift of eternal
peace and happiness, the gift of everlasting
love, and the gift of living in God’s home with
god, Jagadamba Maa.
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My experince of Eye—camp

Om Maa Prabu.

During the first week of January 2007, |
was able to participate in an eye camp at
Swargarohan. It was one of the many
rewarding experiences | have encountered
with Maa. | heard from multiple devotees that
the eye camp is the hardest camp to part take
in and would require the most energy. The
reason for this is because you’re always on
your feet, and the duration is for 3 days and 2
nights. On the first day, over a 1,000 plus
underprivileged locals and small neighbouring
townspeople as far as 25 kilometers came for
examination. During the advertising of the eye
camp, the people were told to come early
because only the first 120 eye cataract cases
would be taken for operation.

A majority of the patients were already
waiting outside at 6 am. The patients had to
follow a certain procedure: As they entered
the gates of Swargarohan, they were signed in
for document purposes. After that, they were
escorted to get their eyes examined. Nurses
from Rotary Eye Institute would tell the
patients to cover either their right or left eye
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and read a board with 3, 4, 5 or 6 dots from
distances of 3, 5 and 10 feet. The reasoning
why they had dots instead of letters like the
United States is because a majority of the
patients are illiterate. The examination that the
nurses conducted allowed them to determine
which eye, if not both, was impaired. The next
stop for the patients was to the doctor, where
they determined if they needed surgery or just
prescription glasses. If the patients needed
glasses, they were sent to that line; and then,
given glasses along with Maa’s Prasad.

If the patients needed to have surgery, they
had to stand in a separate line where the
nurses performed a special pre—operation
procedure. After that, the patients were
assigned a room at “Shakti Bhavaan” where
they would rest that night. The next morning
the patients were transported 3 at a time to
the hospital. After they came back volunteers
would escort them to their rooms by holding
their hand or hip. During this cycle of taking
patients to and from the hospital, many
volunteers were singing bhajans to pray each
operation went successful. The first day of
operation the doctors were able to
successfully complete approximately 70 to 80
surgeries. The doctors successfully finished
the rest of the patients the following day.

During the night, | was able to experience one
of the most cherishable memory. Many
volunteers got the privilege of working night
duty. The volunteer’s job description was
regulated by Maa which consisted of staying
awake all night, getting water for the patients,
helping the patients go to the bathroom,
adjusting the patients eye patch, or comforting
the patients by giving them medicine. One of
the main advices that Maa had given to the
volunteers was to treat the patients as if they
were your mother or father. The message she
was trying to get across couldn’t have been
any clearer.

Around lam Maa came over to check up
on us and called every volunteer to the dining
hall to give us chocolate milk, prasad, and,
most importantly, energy. As the night
continued, | was able to stir up conversations
with fellow volunteers about experiences with
Maa and their vision on faith. | noticed many
girls were getting tired on the first floor so my
partner, Rajeevbhai and | decided to alert
them by saying, “Maa is here!” It was fun to
see them jump up off their seat and open their
eyes. | had asked them, “Do you all remember
what Maa had said to us?” | followed by, “If
your Mom or Dad was in that room behind
you, do you think you'd be sleeping right
now?” Everyone responded with, “No.” Many
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of the volunteers had also realized for the first
time in their lives, that for one night, in the
blistering cold, they were experiencing the life
these underprivileged citizens live on a daily
basis. On the last day of the eye camp, the
patients were given additional prasad, given
an invitation to visit Swargarohan and the
apportunity to speak on their experience on
the eye camp. Some of the speeches that
were given by the patients were just heart
melting because you can feel how thankful
they were to have gotten a new vision on life.
| encourage anyone to participate in any camp
at Swargarohan because it will be a life—
changing and lifelong experience.

After they were fitted with an
artificial leg, they became almost normal and
enjoyed the feeling of walking on two legs. |
am thankful for the people who made the
artificial legs because without them we would
not have been able to help the people who
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were in desperate need of a leg. | am also
thankful for all the people that helped fund the
leg camp and the generosity of Maa Sarve-
shwari.

The poverty was immense and sorrowful. |
sometimes wondered how the poor children
could live in such humble conditions. | noticed
that no matter how low and poor they were,
they were still living happily. It did not matter
to them that they had very little or no food to
eat, no electricity in their home, no running
water, etc. The children would walk for kilo-
meters and kilometers just to travel to school.
This showed that they were enthusiastic about
learning and that they wanted to receive a
good education. | hope | abated the growing
poverty in India by helping to supply the
children with backpacks, sweaters, food items,
and silverware. For the children, receiving
these items was an aberration. They are not
accustomed to receiving items of this nature. |
am glad to say that | have made a difference
in  someones life by supplying basic
necessities to impoverish children in India. It
was a learning experience that was definitely
worth it.

Overall, the whole experience was very
enjoyable and it was something to learn from.
| hope to pass the lessons | learned on to my
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peers. The thing | enjoyed the most was
helping the children. This was the most
enjoyable part of my trip because | personally
felt like | was doing something for the good of
man and that | felt satisfaction after helping
them. With each sweater | handed to each
child | felt as if my heart was telling me that |
was on the right track to happiness and to
continue to follow that track. | hope to come
back to India, specifically Swargarohan, and
partake in a magnificent program like this one
soon.

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My vision of Exteme
poverty of India

In our life, there are moments when every-
thing you once knew seems to change. The
world that you knew, the one you that you
thought you had figured out, is more different
than you ever expected. | felt this when |
visited those villages, schools, and saw the
medical camp in Ambaji this winter.

| traveled to Swargahon two days after
college let out for winter break. | really had no
idea what to expect. | only knew that Maa
would be there, and | wanted to learn more
about her. In this trip, my wish was fulfilled.
Never have | met a person whose love is truly
unconditional, whose strength and willpower
surpasses anything you ever thought possible,
and who is completely selfless. | was left in
complete awe when | saw Maa’s unwavering
devotion to the poverty stricken villagers
during the medical camp on December 24.

Two days prior to this medical camp, my
friends and | traveled through the villages to
tell people about the free medical camp. We
passed out fliers and candy to the adults and
children while Snehalbhai said, “Attention!
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Attention! There is a free medical camp. If you
have eye, skin, nose, or any health problem,
please come to Swargharon to get free
medical care.” We went everywhere from
villages to remote areas to tell people about
the upcoming medical camp. and | wondered
how many people would actually come.
However, the day of the medical camp, | was
amazed to see over 3000 people come in
need of care. The lines outside the Swarga-
rhon gate seemed to have no end in sight. So
many of these people had walked on foot for
hours upon hours to get medical attention that
they have never been given.

| thought that treating such a large number
of people would be impossible in one day.
How would we stay organized? How could we
accommodate all these people? But all these
worries seem to melt away in the presence of
Maa. She handles everything so calmly and
with so much compassion for others. When
you are around Maa, you want to be a better
person and | saw this in all the volunteers.
The volunteers treated the patients as if they
were their own family. Each person would
come up to the desk where their name was
written down and a makeshift chart was made
with their complaints. Then my friends and |
would take the people to the appropriate
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physician. There was an area for surgeons,
general physicians, eye doctors, acupuncturists,
pediatricians, dentists, and gynecologists.

Once a patient was examined by the eye
doctor and given a prescription for example, |
would take them to get glasses in the adjacent
tent. | realized that this was the first time
some of the people could see clearly in their
life. 1 could not imagine what this was like... to
go through life never being able to see objects
or people you love clearly. However, even
though these people had very few posse-
ssions and were often in pain for so long
because of lack of treatment, they were
amiable. There was a kindness to them that |
have never found among people at home in
the States. They were compassionate and
forever appreciative for any care that you
could give them.

I know my friends and | had never seen so
much poverty before. The people | saw at the
medical camp made me feel like giving them
everything | had. You just want them to not
suffer anymore. | will never forget one 2 year
old child and his mother. They had come to
the skin camp where | helping direct patients. |
just happened to ask what was wrong with
him and | was shocked to see that his entire
hand was burned. | remember cringing when |
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saw his hand. It was completely burned and
black from infection. She told me they had
kept in like that for ten days because she had
no way to help him. I do not know how it had
happened because we could not understand
each other because of the language barrier.
However, | could see the look of worry on the
mother’s face. | took her to the surgeon where
he prescribed antibiotics and asked her to go
to the free hospital the next day. She picked
up her medicine and disappeared. | looked for
her but could not find her anywhere. | still
hope she took her son to the hospital for
treatment. | remember feeling and actually still
feel so bad about her situation. She probably
walked for hours to get to the camp because
she didn't have medicines at home. Most of
us in America have five different creams that
we can put on for a tiny burn. This boy, on the
other hand, had nothing...no water to clean
around his wound, no ice to keep in from
stinging, no antiseptic to keep it from getting
infected, and no bandages to wrap it up. The
camp in general just made me think about
these things. | was so fortunate to be born
into a family where | did not have to face the
struggles of finding food for the day or shelter
for the night.

Then | realized what a great gift Maa had
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given for both the people and me. She gave
them hope, love, and attention when nobody
else did and she gave me the opportunity to
serve them. Only because of Maa did | get to
see how some people live in this world with
nothing and how | can help them. | realized
that | should be thankful for all 1 have and
remember how easily my life could have been
like theirs. The medical camp really reaffirmed
my desire to become a doctor so that | can
provide medical care to the people the world
often neglects. | will never forget that this
experience was only because of Maa and, |
will always be grateful that | was given a
chance to be part of it.

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explained that all he eats is the dirt on the
floor because they have no other means of
food. It was such a shock to hear this
because back in America so many of us just
waste our food during each of our meals! If
we think about it, the food we waste in one
week can easily serve a family for a month in
India.

What really changed my view on how hard
my life actually was not, was when this same
mother told me how thankful she was for her
family and God. All | remember was noticing
how hard her life was, yet she was still
faithful, and still living on. | learned from this
lady that the small complaints in life don’t
really matter yet what matters is God and the
people you surround yourselves with.

| noticed that in India, people are so
thankful for the small things in life. They give
so selflessly.
